Childrens Courses ages  3 – 12 years

Piou-Piou:  The child has never skied before, he/she is at least 3 years old but less than 6 years old.

Teddy Bear: the child has passed his “Piou-Piou.”   
or, He/she knows how to walk with skis and can slide down a gentle slope without falling.

or has never skied and he/she is at least 6 years old but less than 8 years old.

Snowflake: the child has passed his/her “Teddy Bear” badge. 

or knows how to take the draglift all by himself and how to snowplough turn and stop.  

or has never skied and he his at least 8 years old but less than 12 years old.

1 star: he/she has passed his “flocon” or knows how to link turns with skis parallel to finish the turn.

2 stars: he/she has passed his “1ère étoile” or can link parallel turns on a gentle slope.

3 stars: he/she has passed his “2ème étoile” or can turn parallel on a moderate slope

Bronze star: he/she has passed his “3ème étoile” or can make parallel turns of varying sizes on steeper slopes.

Gold star: he/she has passed his Bronze star or can do short swings on a steep slope and has tried skiing in all types of snow conditions.

Competition Class : he has passed the “Etoile d’Or”   Or he can do parallel turns on black runs.

Adults Courses (+ 13 years)
Beginner: a complete beginner, or someone who hasn’t skied very much several years ago.

Lower intermediate: someone who has skied a week or several times on a dry slope and can snowplough comfortably on a green or easy blue.

Upper intermediate: someone who has skied at least a week and can parallel turn on blue to red runs.

Advanced: someone who is comfortable on most runs and can manage short turns.

Expert: someone who can cope with all runs and snow conditions.
